4.   FEATURED BOOK OF THE MONTH
Artificial Intelligence and the Law: A Comprehensive Guide for the Legal Profession, Academia and Society 2021

5. INFORMATION UPDATES

    Sole Practitioners Alert - Update

In the name of protecting the public, Ontario’s law society has made it so lawyers in private practice will be required to have a client contingency plan should they unexpectedly have to stop providing legal services, and new sole practitioners will face possible suspension for not completing a “practice essentials course.”  

These motions were voted in unanimously by benchers as part of the Law Society of Ontario’s (LSO) April 25 Convocation. Right off the top, benchers voted to have put in place sanctions for new sole practitioners who do not finish the regulator’s mandatory practice essentials course (PEC) within the set period.

The penalty could be administrative suspension. 

The Practice Essentials Course will become available on Jan. 1, 2025, and will apply only to those who declare themselves as sole practitioners for the first time as of that date and onward.

  * Recent changes to the estate court forms and court rules
· Reg. 388/23: Amendments made to the RCP to simplify probate application processes, effective April 1, 2024. 

· Forms amended: 74F, Affidavit Regarding a Holograph will.

· New form created: 74G, Renunciation and Consent (replacing 74G Renunciation dated September 1, 2021, and 74H Consent dated September 1, 2021).

· Consequential form amendments to Forms 74A, 74.1A, 74J (amended to reference new Form 74G rather than Form 74H).

· A summary of the amendments can be found here and on the Ontario Regulatory Registry.

· The new forms (dated November 1, 2023) must be filed as of April 1, 2024. The new forms will be accepted for filing prior to that date.
